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Admissions

All persons seeking admission to the district must satisfactorily meet all academic, age, immunization,
tuition and other eligibility prerequisites for admission as set forth in state and federal law, Board policy
and administrative regulations. All candidates for admission will be informed of admission requirements.

To help insure adequate information is available for best placement of the student and the safety and
security of other students, school staff will ask the new student and parents/guardians to supply
information that may affect his/her placement. The safety and security of other students that may be in
contact with the new student is also important and will be weighed in placement of the new student.

Students located in the district shall not be excluded from admission solely because the student does not
have a fixed place of residence or solely because the student is not under the supervision of a parent.

Students located in the district shall not be excluded from admission where they are otherwise eligible,
and not yet attained the age of 19 prior to the beginning of the current school year.

The district may admit an otherwise eligible person who is not receiving special education and who has
not yet attained 21 years of age prior to the beginning of the current school year if the person is shown to
be in need of additional education in order to receive a diploma.
